In the 3rd year of the 2013-17 Whole Sport Plan significant progress has been made in achieving our goals. We have continued to increase participation figures and the Netball East specific achievements against plan can be read in the Regional manager’s report.

The Technical Support Group reports and those of the County Chairs demonstrate the scope of work that has been undertaken during the past twelve months and highlight our many successes and achievements. 

In the report from our Treasurer, John Pitts, you will read that we have increased our reserves during the year and there are no changes proposed to the affiliation fees for next year. John has been on the Board for 20 years and he is now standing down as Treasurer. During his tenure John has managed our finances with diligence and he is leaving us in a healthy financial position. My sincere thanks to John.

The Regional Management Board has met three times during the year; in September 2015, January 2016 and May 2016. Members of the Board are all volunteers and they make a significant contribution to Netball in the region. As well as John, two more of our Board directors will be standing down at this AGM - Mike Bedford, and Linda Swain. I am very grateful for the dedication they have given in their respective roles and they will be sadly missed. 

The competition TSG, led by Mike Bedford has worked very hard throughout the year to deliver our competitions which continue to provide a high quality experience for our participants. This particular area requires extensive organisation and planning and I am grateful to the every member of the TSG for their on-going support and commitment. 

The Officiating TSG has experienced a particularly busy year due to the introduction of the new rules which are being cascaded throughout the region and also the new EN assessors award. The TSG has worked hard to co-ordinate workshops, training and mentoring so that the quality and number of technical officials continues to increase. Thank you to June Snellin, Officiating director for leading this programme. I want to specifically mention 2 of our International Umpires – Gary Burgess and Jackie Mizon. Gary has just been reaccredited as an IUA and both of them umpired the final of the Netball Superleague competition held last month. Both are great role models for officiating.

Our Regional Manager, Sarah Beattie and Regional Co-coordinator Florence Jones have done a great job all year supporting the RMB, the region and Mavericks franchise. They go above and beyond their role and are a credit to the region.

We continue to develop our talented young athletes through the Talent group, headed up by Chris Laundy and some of these players have been selected into National squads. The region continues to work in partnership with Mavericks to provide a programme of opportunities for our coaches. My thanks also to Sam Meade for the great  work she has done as Performance Pathway coach. And congratulations to Georgina Fisher who at 17 years of age has recently been selected to be the reserve for the England Squad.
Congratulations to Mavericks for achieving 4th place in the Netball Super League and for getting to the NSL 3rd/4th play off at the Copperbox.  Well done to the players, coaches and support staff and particularly to Gloria Keech and Maggie Jackson for all their hard work behind the scenes. I would also like to commend the army of volunteers that help out on match day. Good luck to Mavericks who are currently going through the process to bid to EN to be a franchise in the NSL going forward.

Our Regional Management Board can only function if we have all roles filled. Through our regional office we recently organised an advertising campaign and had a great response from volunteers who wanted to be involved in the Region, Mavericks franchise or their own county and we are following up on all these expressions of interest.

The regional Goalden Globes event will be hosted immediately after this AGM. Once again we have had some great nominations in most of the categories and my thanks to the regional GG panel who assessed this year’s nominations.  Well done to all the regional winners and good luck for the National event. A huge thank you to all those people who took the time to write the nominations.

Last but not least, a big thank from me and the Board to everyone involved in delivering Netball in our Region including the County Committees, volunteers, paid staff and members who support the region in a variety of ways. I am grateful for your work and support and I look forward to working with you all in the future.

COMPETITION

Premier League

Turnford (H) maintained their Premier 1 status with Thoroughbreds (N) being relegated into Division 3. Hertford Hornets (H) were relegated out of the Premier League to the Regional league after the playoffs with Norfolk United (N) maintaining their position in that division for next season. 

Billericay (EE) the East regional champions at last won promotion to the Premier League and take up their place in Division three with the two Norfolk teams.

Open Regional Clubs League

2015/16 was another successful season in the RCL with little disruption for the weather during the season but a testing time ensuring umpires were available for all the matches. A move to 9 teams in each division has been achieved which should assist with umpire allocation in the future. Billericay were crowned RCL champions and represented East in the Premier league 3 play offs and as above this year completed the jump to the Premier league. Runners up in Division 1 were Turnford.  

Division 2 winners were Norfolk United and runners up Cheshunt (H). In Division 3 Netters Diamonds (B) were champions with Grangers (B) runners up. 

This season continued to use the central allocation of umpires for all three divisions and it was possible just to manage all matches and the move to 9 teams in each division will assist this going into next season. However the Region’s umpires ensured the matches were successfully officiated and our thanks go to Carolyn Davies for her brilliant organisational skills in achieving this. 

Results service was once again provided by Clair Fiddaman and Gwen Foster from Suffolk again our thanks to them for their hard work.

Under 16 Regional Clubs

The format for qualification to the National Clubs finals remained as a day tournament with additional numbers of clubs from each county entering dependant upon numbers competing at the County level round. This season 14 clubs entered with the tournament a successful day of good quality netball with Turnford winning and Norfolk United runners up.

At the national finals Turnford achieved 9th place overall and Norfolk United 13th place.

Under 14 Regional Clubs

Run along the same lines as the Under16 tournament this season with 12 clubs competing Turnford again ran out the winners of the tournament and Co-Jags (C) runners up and representing EAST at the finals for the first time. 

At the time of writing the National finals have not taken place.

National Schools Competition

In the National Schools competition the regional winners and runners up from an exciting and exceedingly well run regional tournament progressed to the National finals. This season held in Brighton. In the U19 age group representing East Berkhampsted School (H) were 5th and Norwich School (N) 11th.  In the u16 age group St Albans High (H) were 7th and King Johns School (E E) were 15th. . The outstanding performance by an East school at the National finals was achieved by Berkhampsted School crowned National Champions and St Edmunds College  (H) a very creditable 4th .

Chair Competition TSG
FINANCE AND BUSINESS 

As you all probably know I advise the Chair and the Board a while ago that I wished to retire from the role of Treasurer, a position I have held for the past 20 years. It was not that I needed to give up the role as it is one which I have enjoyed but I felt that the time had come for somebody younger to take over and continue the work of the East. It has taken a while but I am pleased to be able to report that a successor has been found so this is my last report to the Association

The accounts for the year 12 months ending August 2015 are attached as Appendix 1 and will be presented for adoption at the meeting having been circulated previously to Counties. The position shown remains healthy and the Association has, in my opinion, sufficient resources to meet the challenges which lie ahead. Over the past 20 years there have been many challenges and much change. We have moved from a situation where our basic income was about £400 per annum to one where today our income from members has risen to £14,000. That said the costs of undertaking the work has risen considerably but we are able to pay our way and there has not been an increase in affiliations since 2011 and I am pleased to say that no increases are proposed this year. With England also keeping their fees unchanged it will be good for our members.  

The Region continues to provide grant assistance for coaches  and tutors who wish to attend the UKCC and assessor courses and I am pleased to report that during my time as Treasurer we have supported over 200 coaches. The biggest issue I see is the continuing cost of the Performance programme as the amount of time and effort it requires increases each year. We do get a grant from England towards the costs but this year it has been reduced due to reductions in the funding received by England Netball from Sport England. Netball, along with the other funded sports, are entering the planning phase for the Whole Sport Plan which covers the period 2017-

2021 and who knows what that will bring. However what we will be able to do is to be able to continue with the programme as it is for the next year at least, if the outcome of the Sports Review means that the grants are either not available or in a much reduced form.

I said at the start of this report that a successor has been found to take over from me and I am delighted that Jo Stentiford has agreed to put forward for election as the new Treasurer. I wish her and the East every success in the future.

The region now has 70 CAPS clubs, with 9 more clubs working towards there accreditation. We are extremely proud of our CAPS clubs and thank all the volunteers in these clubs for their hard work and dedication towards achieving this national accreditation. We are now working with Sport England running Club Matters workshops aimed at providing additional support to all clubs and helping volunteers develop. NDO’s are continuing to work with their County Sports Partnerships providing funding to develop new coaches and officials. 

Saturday 21st May 2016 saw the opening of the new Hertfordshire County Netball Centre at Stanborough School, 40 teams from across the region including U12’s through to Back to Netballers celebrated the occasion at Hertfordshire Mavericks annual community festival. Working with Sport England and England Netball we successfully wrote a bid to upgrade and develop their courts to a new 9 court floodlit venue which is a fantastic asset to the county and the region enabling even larger competitions to take place and home to the Welwyn & Hatfield League. 

The development of Officials continues to be an area of strength in the East and special thanks must go to June Snellin and her TSG, and to all our Tutors, Testers and Mentors that work tirelessly in this area especially with the . 

All counties have run a Back to Netball and High 5 festival as well as the traditional County competitions at U14, U16 and U19 level and a successful Regional Schools final was held in Essex. Our special congratulations go to Billericay (E) who were recently promoted to Premier Division 3 by winning Prem League Playoffs and Berkhamsted School (H) who were crowned U14 National School Champions and also came 5th in U19 competition. Our thanks go to Mike Bedford and his competition group for organising all Regional competitions in the East and continuing their great work.

We are coming towards the end of the third year of our new Performance Pathway programme in the East. We continue to deliver 2 Regional Academies and 1 Performance academy with over 60 girls training weekly within the regional programme. We have continued to build the excellent relationships with Oaklands and Braintree College (Regional Academy bases) as well as University of Hertfordshire (Regional Performance Academy base) and we would like to thank them for the support they have provided us this year when we have increased the number of training hours and hosting Tri-Regional Match Days. I would also like to give special thanks to Chris Laundy, Nikki Satwick, Sachel Grant and Sam Meade for all their hard work in this area, we have some extremely exciting athletes to look out for in the future, none more so than Georgina Fisher who was recently selected to be the reserve for the England Squad at the young age of 17.

As a region, we are incredibly proud of our Franchise Hertfordshire Mavericks, after an extremely exciting year, which ended again in a top 4 finish. This year also saw the 2 Maverick’s Development Squad participate in a tri-franchise day with Manchester Thunder and Loughborough Lightning, coming home unbeaten in both age groups. Netball East continues to work closely with Mavericks and have delivered a range of bespoke Coaching Workshops for coaches and this year launched specific county workshops for Satellite and County Academy Coaches across the Region. We are now working with Counties to deliver Mavericks Masterclasses to support County & Satellite Academy athletes. 

England Netball continues to employ a team of staff in the East Region, who work closely alongside the networks of volunteers. 2015/16 has seen some change to the Netball East Region unit, with the team now looking as follows;

Squad Information
Sadly, we suffered a blow early on at the commencement of the season, losing Louisa Brownfield to a long term injury, ruling her out for the season.  An even bigger blow during March was the loss of our NZ import Joline Johansson with an ACL injury, which resulted in her having to fly home for surgery a couple of weeks ago.  On the plus side, our shooter young George Fisher has blossomed and our import Sammy Wallace from Trinidad & Tobago has dazzled with her athletic skills.   Ella Clark was able to join us in March thereby giving us a strong attacking combination of shooters, including of course Sophie Hankin.

Match Information
Our match results speak for themselves, we have had a resounding number of winning games and challenged for top spot in the table with Manchester Thunder.  

Our fan base has been widely spoken of on many occasions but there is no doubt the amount of support that our fans give us at home matches is second to none.  Every match this season has been sold out, we have brought in the additional bank of seating, taking our crowd numbers up to around 850 at each game.

Sponsorship 

We continue to make every effort to overcome the uphill battle to financially sustain running a SuperLeague franchise; this season this has been an enormous task with the additional burden placed on us to now become more “professional” in both player recruitment and the need of the services required to maintain a Squad and support staff at this level.

Our existing partners FTF Worldwide Event Management, Viper 10 our Kit Sponsor, University of Hertfordshire, and of course Netball East, have been joined by Benecos, KG Electrical Contractors and MET Coaches, with contributions from other small businesses as Player Sponsors.  Cambridgeshire; East Essex and South Essex Thurrock County Associations have joined Hertfordshire and Bedfordshire in supporting us this season.  

Bid Tender Process 
As you may be aware we are at the end of another 4 year cycle of competing in the NSL and have made the to submit a bid to EN to be considered as an NSL franchise for another 4 years.  Our strong relationship with Netball East will feature high in the Bid documentation.  The deadline for submission of the application was 12 May 2016, successful applicants will be notified by the middle of June 2016.  

Youth
Mavericks Youth, our NPL Squad, have had mixed fortunes this season but finishing strongly over the last two matches currently sitting in 4th place in the table, with one match left to play away to West Midlands Warriors on 23 April up in Walsall.  They have suffered with injuries to key players, sadly Laura Morton suffering a serious knee injury means she has not been able to finish the season, but the Squad has maintained their determination to finish the season strongly.  They did of course have the opportunity to play their match against Surrey Storm Youth at the Copperbox, which was a great experience for the young players.

The Development Squads, Years 7 & 8 and Years 9 & 10 completed their programme of training sessions, which have all run very smoothly with a good attendance rate.  Their season culminated in a journey to Loughborough on 8 April to take part in a Tri-Competition event against Loughborough Lightning and Manchester Thunder.  3 teams travelled up an Under 13; Under 15 and an Under 17 team, which included some Regional Academy girls, Mavericks were winners in all the 3 age groups.

COUNTY REPORTS
BEDFORDSHIRE 

The 2015/16 season has passed by very quickly again with continued successes and challenges for the County.  However, the commitment and dedication of volunteers in both County and League roles is as strong as ever.

General

One of our challenges from last season was to recruit new members to the County Committee and I’m delighted to say that for the first time in many years we have a full complement on the Committee, with all roles being filled.  We now have a Performance TSG; Competition TSG and an Officiating TSG.  However, we have not been successful in our search for a Coaching Secretary, a new position on the Committee, but hope to remedy this situation at our forthcoming AGM in June. 

We have 1,954 affiliated members, very slightly down on last year, this does not include those who participate in social leagues or in some of the programmes we run in Bedfordshire including Back to Netball sessions, so all in all a healthy position.

Our three local leagues continue to flourish, with strong winter and summer leagues.  The Heritage League has now increased its number to 30 teams showing more growth.  Their very successful Summer League enables them to have a very healthy mentoring programme for their officials, which has resulted in a high number of successful Umpire Award passes at both Beginner 15 passes and C Award 6 passes.  

The Luton, Dunstable & District League has undergone a drive to overhaul their League Committee and introduced initiatives to increase the number of young players to the League; both these initiatives have been successful.  The League celebrates its 60th Anniversary this year with a “special” party taking place after their AGM on 1 July.

The junior and youth Leagues in the Bedford League continue to be well supported.

We continued our support for our SuperLeague Team, Mavericks, as a Match Day Sponsor.  

Bedfordshire NDO Programme

With the assistance of our NDO, Sachel Grant, we have run a number of Back to Netball sessions throughout Bedfordshire; we had a throughput of 677 participants over the last year, and the Back to Netball Festival was a great opportunity for our current sessions to play against each other, we will continue to run this event.

Two Disability netball sessions were held and whilst the numbers attending were low the reviews were very positive and we look to run further sessions in line with NO LIMITS (County Sports Partnership initiative).

I would like to say a big Thank You to Sachel, for her efforts on behalf of Bedfordshire.

Academies
The County Academy and the two Satellite Academies, all located in Bedford, have again gone well again this season.  There have been 2 drop outs from the County Academy and only 1 drop out from the Satellite Academy.

We are delighted to report that Ellie Rattu was selected in March 2016 into the U17 National Academy, this time last year she was still in the County Academy.  The following athletes were selected to Regional Academy: Jess Hughes; Amelia Brewster; Lottie Robinson; Taylor Wright-Brown and Rea Xearophantos.

One successful Mentoring evening was held with all Academy Coaches, the session led by Maggie Jackson. 

As part of our on-going planning and in order to ensure the quality of athletes attending screening are of the appropriate standard, we have made the decision that Clubs have been permitted to nominate an unlimited number of athletes and schools have been restricted to 3 athletes, with the advise that the clubs and schools work together to put athletes forward.  We will review this process after screening in June 2016.

A successful presentation evening was held at the Forest Centre, Marston Mortaine on 27 May with over 80 players and parents and guests attending. 

Officiating

During the season we have held 2 Beginner Award Courses; 1 ‘C’ Award Course; a Mentor’s Re-accreditation Workshop.  

We have had a very fruitful season recording a high number of successful passes at different levels of umpiring awards:  Successful Umpiring Award Assessment passes recorded as follows:  2 ‘B’ Award; 14 ‘C’ Award; 16 Beginner Award.  All of these successes are complemented by the mentoring scheme we have in place in the County.

5 current Assessors have attended the Assessors Reaccreditation Course, 2 of these have put themselves forward to be appointed as EN Supervisory Assessors.  2 ‘B’ Award umpires have attended the New Assessors Course to enable them to assess at ‘C’ Award level.

Congratulations to Bern Palmer, who has been appointed as an ‘A’ Award Assessor.

So another busy year comes to an end and we will continue to work hard to ensure continued success, which cannot happen without all the support of all our volunteers across the County whose assistance is recognised and very much appreciated.

General

We have a full and robust committee that are all focussed to meet targets and ensure the development of netball in Cambridgeshire. 

Funding
This year we have been successful in receiving a sizeable grant from Sport England, to support the development of our Junior Development Group (JDG).  Linda Swain put a huge amount of time and effort into initialling securing and allocating funds, to teams and individuals within the county. This has meant as a county we have been able support various applications from coaches, umpires, teams and individuals, which are directly supporting our JDG. Schools
During November the county hosted very successful U19, U16 & U14 competitions.  Unfortunately our original U19 date was rescheduled at the last moment, owing to truly horrific weather, however when the tournament was held, it was well attended. Once again new teams were represented with each of the age groups. For the first time, teams were charged entry to the tournament, meaning that the Cambs made a small profit, which will go back into the tournament next year.  Looking forward we are assessing how we contact all schools to make sure that every school within our county gets a chance to partake in the tournament.

Performance 
The performance team, have grown in size this year with the addition of administration volunteers and Charlotte Maylon taking over as performance lead.  Throughout the year procedures have been redone and we are now inline with EN guidelines. A new logo has been designed and launched, with all athletes now wearing kit with it on, this was designed through collaboration with EN performance.  It has been a very successful year for our Cambs athletes; many being selected for regional programmes and good participation in Mavericks Development squads too.  Academy screening took place on 1st May, with 176 girls nominated; this was our largest attended screening to date.  This was the first year the new talent The quality throughout sessions was strong, but particularly promising in our Year 7 girls
.  This was also the first performance screening in Cambs incorporating and applying EN new scouting guidelines.  Further assessment is now taking place, ready to select squads for September.  
Competition and Leagues
Congratulations to all our various leagues this year: Cambridge District Netball League, Wisbech Netball League, Hunts and Peterborough Netball League and County Premier League. Huge congratulations to Cherries Netball Club, who not only won County Premier League but did it without losing a single match, 19 straight wins.  They went on to represent Cambs at the RCL playoffs earlier this month and came a very respectable 4th place. 

Congratulations to our 4 regional teams, Rookies, Comberton, Co-Jags and Hereward Harriers, with a special mention to Co-Jags, who were new to Regional this year and came third in division 3.  Well done to all our junior club teams this season. U16 winners Co-Jags A and runners up Saffron Hawks, also U14 Winners Co-Jags A and runners up Rookies who all represented Cambridge at the regional round in March.  Co-Jags A U14 went on to qualify at regional and are representing Cambs at the end of May at the National Club Finals.   This is fantastic news for all concerned and testament to the hard work that all the girls (many academy athletes), team, club, officials and coaches have put in. 
Officiating & Coaching 
These have both been areas of achievement this year, thanks to new people in post and very committed sub-committees. Targets in officiating have been met and exceeded, with a new officiating lead in place, Cat Blee. Hertfordshire have had an excellent season in regional and national competitions.  For regional clubs, Hertfordshire took 2 of the 4 places to go to the nationals with Turnford achieving a marvellous first in both the National U14s and U16s competitions which is an amazing achievement both for the players and the volunteer workforce who supported them through years of training to reach that standard.  At the Regional Schools, Hertfordshire took 4 of the 6 national places across all three age categories which was a huge achievement for the players, their teachers and parents.  Even more wonderful, Berkhamsted School for Girls went on to become National Schools Champions in the U14 category, with our other three teams attaining 4th, 5th and 7th in their age categories.

Hertfordshire continues with 14 CAPS clubs (including 2 Gold and 6 Silver) that support the delivery of junior (U11’s) and youth (U16’s) netball including High 5’s for the U’11’s. Well done to all the players, teachers, coaches and volunteers who have made this possible.  There are two districts in the county that currently do not have a CAPS club. There is work and support currently going on to help support the set up and sustainability of the clubs in these areas.  

In Hertfordshire our volunteer workforce continues to grow (although it needs to be growing a bit faster to meet our needs), for umpires we have 17 C practical passes (with 2 more in the pipeline) and one B Award practical pass; our mentoring scheme continues to support umpires in the county and thanks to our hardworking Assessors and Testers.  Our coaching workforce also continues to grow with the county surpassing its targets for new Level 1 and Level 2 coaches accredited each year for the last 4 years; our coach mentoring scheme continues to support the development of our coaches.
Hertfordshire has had another busy year with schools, clubs, academies, individuals, the County Committee and its Technical Support Groups working hard to enable netball to be played by a wide cross section of the community.  Our key areas of development from last year have continued to thrive in 2015/16 – our new Emerging Schools Tournament saw an increase in participating schools and we have three disability netball projects in Hertfordshire with continuing representation at the National Marion Smith Disability Tournament.  We welcomed our new NDO, Ollie Buncombe, to the county in May and he is working hard to get himself up to speed.  I would like to thank the outgoing NDO, Becky Gray, for all her hard work on our county projects working alongside a strong team of volunteers, further developing netball for young people and people with disabilities in the county. NORFOLK 


Here in Norfolk we have had a very busy year. Yet again I need to thank our dedicated team of volunteers who give many hours of their precious time to help with the delivery of netball in our county.
All areas have run successful leagues throughout the year. I am always amazed by the enthusiasm of the players on wet, windy and freezing nights in the winter turning up to play, supported by a band of umpires. In Norwich we have both indoor and outdoor leagues in the winter and both of which are hugely popular and always oversubscribed. Alongside these we have friendly leagues at two outside venues.

In the Lowestoft area their indoor leagues have again been full of netballers keen to play and also outside in the summer.
Kings Lynn, in the west of the county, also play outside throughout the winter months. The standard is slowly improving especially with the increasing numbers of qualified beginner level umpires. Their league continues through the summer and again is highly successful.
We have new mentors for umpires on board who have been given pre beginner umpires to mentor through to beginner level. Our team is extremely busy, going out regularly on 2 evenings a week when the outdoor winter leagues are played.

Other mentors have pushed their menses to gain both B & C awards for which both parties must be congratulated.
All our assessors have been on the new course with the addition of two new ones. One has formed a team in Norwich and the other is now the first assessor in Lowestoft. We are very grateful to the Lowestoft and Norwich leagues for their support in paying the cost of the course for each assessor. The cost would have been prohibitive in our county if Norfolk had to find the money. I am sure that we are not the only county who are having to be careful with the purse strings, even though we make a profit on courses etc.

With the additional cost of courses going up by the way of having to have 2 tutors from September and England Netball withdrawing the funding for satellite and academies, additional strain will be picked up in the Norfolk purse. However, Norfolk are maintaining their financial balance and with careful ingenious strategies we have holding our head above the water.

We have gained one more tutor to take our compliment up to 3. She has already done two ‘into officiating’ courses since joining this small team in February.

Unfortunately we have had some difficulties on the committee this year but it must not be overlooked that all positions are voluntary and considerable work is carried out in the time. We are truly lucky to have the people who do so much to support, encourage and develop netball in Norwich. However I am especially grateful to Sue Brown, who with the help of a couple of others; also on the committee, took over the role of umpiring secretary alongside her role as lead mentor to see us through to the AGM.

Our county and satellite academies have been superbly run by our lead coach. The number of girls being put through these programmes is very high which demonstrates how popular netball is in our county.

Our NDO has worked timelessly promoting other sports opening up both the netball clubs, fit for work tournaments and new this year emerging junior club events. All these activities take her out in the evenings and weekends outside of the 3 days she already does for our county.

Schools netball is going from strength to strength. For the first time in many years                     The Norwich School reached the U19 final coming 11th. This was a huge achievement and they should be congratulated. The National Schools Tournament was held outside for the first time in a long while, as was the County schools final to round off the year. We must remember to thank the small team of PE staff who do this event every year, 2 of which are retired! We couldn’t do it without them.

To bring my report to a close, we are looking to providing more opportunities for more to play walking netball. This has been very popular here where it is being piloted. Yet again our volunteer looking into developing this further has boundless energy and enthusiasm so I am confident that this idea will be as successful as all other netball played in this county.

SUFFOLK

Officiating 

Since April 2015 Suffolk have organised 1 C award course and 2 Beginner Courses and in that time we have 17 Beginner Award passes and 10 C award passes. We have 4 umpires going through the process of gaining their C award 3 having taken the written and passed now awaiting their pre-assessments and  we are hoping to have these completed by early July 16. There are also 6 Beginners awaiting pre- assessments . 
The 5 C Award assessors all re-accredited in October 15. However 2 are very worried about the contract from EN as being retired this will affect them and the Tax they already have to pay in one case as they are under the Tax bracket we will lose her. We have 1 tutor in Training from Suffolk
We ran a Mentors Course in December 2015 with 12 attendees, 6 of whom have now completed their final assessment and the remaining 6 are progressing towards completion.
Of the 2 sitting the Written B award paper we had 1 successful pass 2 further candidates took the written paper in November both B award passes gained, these girls are hoping to get involved with the regional league in the new season. As a county we are looking forward to the implementation of the New Rules from September 2016.

Volunteers across Suffolk have as before been supporting our sport at grassroots level. Their time and efforts are gratefully received and have ensured that we have as much netball for both juniors and seniors as possible. Many new young volunteers are coming forward supporting their clubs and are registering with Pass on your Passion, which has led to many being mentored in umpiring and coaching.  Netball volunteers represented Suffolk Netball at last year's Suffolk Show and will be doing the same in 2016 promoting netball to the unconverted! 


Competition

The U14 and U16 County Round of National Clubs Competition were held in October and attracted 5 U14 and U16 teams. Ipswich Ladies U14 and U16, Thetford U14 and Cockfield U16 all progressed to the Regional Round of the competition.

The 2 local leagues in the South and the West of the County go from strength to strength. We had 3 teams competing in a County Play Off (in the absence of a County League) in April for a place in the Regional Division 3 Play off Tournament in May, Civil Service, Haverhill and Thetford. Civil Service won both games and progressed to the tournament.

Schools

Saturday 30th January saw the Regional Round of National Schools Tournament at Hassenbrook School, Stanford Le Hope, Essex. Suffolk was represented by County Upper (U19), Culford (U14, U19), Ipswich High (U16) and Thurston (U14, U16).  However none of the teams were able to progress further than the group stages of the tournament on the day but the schools seem to be getting stronger each year which is making playing at Regional’s more evenly matched.

Development

There have been 3 Youth Umpiring Award course run, 1 at Hartsmere and 2 at Ipswich with a total of 75 girls attending. We ran a High 5 workshop for 20 teachers last October and the School Games were held in June 2015 with 16 schools competing and 24 Youth umpires officiating.

We have 1 new CAPS club in Teachers Pets and another, Haverhill working towards their Bronze accreditation. Two clubs, Brecklands and Stowmarket Ladies, have established junior sections for over 11’s and we have two new under 11 sections in
Haverhill and the Academy club. 

Our community netball is thriving with Netball Now in Ipswich attracting 78 netballers and 27 non netballers and a Workplace Netball Now group with 38 registered, 25 of whom were from outside netball and there was an average attendance of 16 per session. Two other groups have now established themselves and entered as teams in the leagues. There have been 3 B2N groups running with a total of 49 participants and in addition we have run a B2N festival in June with 3 teams and 24 players. At the other end of the scale we organised a High 5 Tournament in June 2015 with 8 teams and 58 young players. 

Suffolk Schools and College Netball League (SSCNL) has been established with 8 schools or colleges participating.  Due to a late start the league will not be completed until June.  Suffolk Netball will be presenting the winners with the cup at the Suffolk Netball Award Ceremony. The first Suffolk Challenge Cup was hosted by Hartismere High School, 5 teams played some fantastic netball on Wednesday 23rd March.  The winners were County Academy, Bury St Edmunds.

Performance 

It has been a great year for Performance in Suffolk. The County Academy has finished on a positive with the County Festival. Finishing 3rd in the cup competition and a 2nd in the plate competition with a relatively young squad leave us excited for next season. The athletes in the two satellite academies have showed good improvement. The Talent and Development Academy, which are a Suffolk initiative, have also run successfully.

Four athletes are part of the Maverick Development squad. Suffolk has also enjoyed success at Regional level this season. Five athletes from Suffolk have been offered a place at Regional Academy and two at Regional Performance Academy. In January these two athletes gained a place in the Maverick Youth Squad and in March both were taken into the England Potential squad.
